Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.  
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Mr. Maddox brought in antique tools from a family collection this month for his 7th and 8th grade history classes, some at least 160 years old, along with a collection of wood and logs. Students were Instructed first in safety procedures then shown how to use the various tools, which included a 5 foot, two handled cross cut saw, block planes, a brace and bit, chisels, mallets, and spoke shaves.





The students experienced a blast from the past as they used the tools in cutting and stacking wooden logs right in the classroom! The simulation was to show all the hard work and effort put forth to create the log cabins that are associated with the Post-Civil War frontier age.
