Special Opportunity
Masters Degree in Elementary Math, Science and Technology Education

Bradley University is pleased to offer a master’s degree program for elementary/middle school teachers. This program is designed to enhance knowledge in science, math, and technology. The program will also provide opportunities to build additional expertise with research-based pedagogy and assessment that supports inquiry learning and to further develop leadership skills. Courses and other experiences will respond to the individual needs of the participants and regard each participant’s current expertise in these areas. The curriculum is aligned with Illinois Learning Standards in mathematics and science. 

Bradley is committed to making this program affordable and is offering the program at a 50% reduced tuition rate ($340 per credit hour for June 2011) for all qualified professional educators.  This program qualifies for tuition reimbursement benefits for most local school districts.  Fees include a $25 per semester graduate student activity fee, and lab fees ($50 per course) for some classes.  Bradley does not charge other (e.g., insurance) fees for graduate students.  The total cost of the program is thus comparable to ISU’s rate for graduate programs for educators.

The next cohort will start in the Summer or Fall 2011 and will conclude in Spring 2014, with the following cohort scheduled to begin in the Summer or Fall 2014.  The tentative schedule calls for of the majority of the program to be during the summers with up to 3 hours of coursework in each Fall and Spring Semester.
